Resource Pages
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1. Every computer file and program belongs to someone. You may not erase, rename,
or make unusable others’ files or programs.

6. You may not legally copy or download the copyrighted software provided by
Calvert School. The use of illegally copied software is considered a criminal offense
and is subject to criminal prosecution by the Software Publishers of America or law
enforcement authorities.

7. You may not write, produce, generate, copy, propagate, or attempt to introduce any
computer code or program designed to self-replicate, damage, or otherwise hinder
the performance of any computer, file, system, software, or hardware. Such codes or
programs are commonly called computer viruses, bugs, worms, or other similar names.

8. You may not deliberately use the Calvert network to annoy others. For example, it is not
permitted to send or make accessible any obscene, abusive, or threatening messages.

9. You may not intentionally damage any part of the Calvert network system, damage
information not belonging to you, misuse system resources, or allow others to misuse
system resources.

10. Users must log in using their given login name and password, and they must log out
when finished. They may not use the name of another unless specifically granted
permission to do so and may not log in under any of the logins created for system
uses. The only exceptions are logins created for specific purposes, to be used only by
those who have been given permission by the computer administrator.

11. Users may not try to obtain additional rights beyond those granted by default or
direct authorization.

12. Any attempt to circumvent security provisions is improper and may result in a loss
of network privileges even if there is no malicious intent.
